ELK GROVE PD TO CONDUCT SOBRIETY 

CHECKPOINT 


ELK GROVE, CA – The Elk Grove Police Department will be conducting a sobriety and 

driver’s license checkpoint within the city of Elk Grove on August 16, 2008 at 8:00 p.m.
